But, if we know our
Father in heaven, then let us live in this knowledge
and the love of the Father and neighbor alike, and
not as the rest of the world does. 1 John 4:12
I am suggesting that if we have been raised with
Christ then it is God the Father Almighty in whom
all our faith shall be placed and on him is the
sureness of our salvation. Everything else we hold
onto anchors us to this world. Now there is
something truly foolish; setting our anchor in the
earth to follow the one who walks on water. Why
would we do this when “We have this hope, a sure
and steadfast anchor of the soul, a hope that enters
the inner shrine behind the curtain, where Jesus, a
forerunner on our behalf, has entered...” Hebrews
6:19-20a Instead, let us hold firm to our Father in
heaven and let our light so shine that life and
healing flow from above. This is the love our Lord
has called us to, who are we to dismiss it.
