D ianne Miller introduced me to 

the three most interesting peo-

ple I met on our recent trip to the 

Dominican Republic. Dianne works 

for G.O. Ministries, and she was 

with us all day, every day.  She 

showed us around, explained things 

to us, worked alongside us, inter-

preted a bit, and introduced us to 

people. So I have her to thank for 

introducing us to Haneroso, Fran, 

and Leona. 

  The first day that we were work-

ing on the construction site, it 

rained. We were carrying around 

cement blocks and pieces of lum-

ber, stacking them, and all the while 

the puddles were growing. There 

was a Dominican man working 

alongside us, hop-

ping over the pud-

dles with us, always 

with a smile on his 

face. He spoke 

Spanish, we spoke 

English, so a smile 

was our best means 

of  communica-

tion. But when we 

sat down for a break, 

Dianne introduced 

us to this smiling 

man, Haneroso. The 

big surprise came 

when she told us that 

he had been in an 

accident about a year 

ago and because of 

his injuries, he had suffered the 

amputation of one of his legs just 

below the knee. Haneroso then 

pulled up his pant leg and showed 

us. He even removed the prosthe-

sis he had just recently been fitted 

with to show it to us! Dianne told 

us how he had come back to work 

at the construction site even before 

he got the prosthesis, trying to 

work while hopping around on 

one foot!  Had Dianne not told us 

his story, I would have never been 

able to tell that this man was 

òhandicapped.ó  He worked just as 

hard as everyone else, with a smile 

on his face. Later in the week we 

sang òHappy Birthdayó to Hanero-

soðhe was turning 40.   

 Also at the construction site we 

met Fran, a Haitian man. Again, 

because of the language barrier, it 

was difficult to communicate with 

words. Fran is what I would call 

the strong, silent type. He just 

worked and worked and worked, 

doing jobs I could not even imag-

ine doing. Then Dianne told us a 

little of his story. He had moved to 

the D.R. from Haiti. Later his 

daughter moved as well. Shortly af-

ter she moved she came down with 

a mysterious illness. And about a 

month before we met Fran, his 

daughter had died. So I had some-

thing in common with Fran. He lost 

a daughter, I had lost a son. His 

daughter was grown, my son was a 

young child. His daughter's illness 

was mysterious, my son had can-

cer. His loss was very recent, mine 

happened long ago. Still, I had an 

idea of how he must have been feel-

ing. And still, he was there quietly, 

faithfully working. 

  Another time as we sat down for 

a short break from our work, Di-

anne told me about Leona. She 

works for G.O. ministries as a 

cook. She was cooking for a differ-

ent work team that was visiting the 

same time we were, so we didn't 

spend any time with her. As I 

watched her come to work, I saw 

her faithful service, despite the fact 

that she had been widowed about a 

year ago. Despite the fact that her 

daughter had been run over by a car 

and killed as she walked across the 

street last November. Despite the 

fact that she is the only one left to 

care for her daughter's six children. 

Despite the fact that her house, the 

only home she has to offer her or-

phaned grandchildren, is very slowly 

sliding down a hill.   

  What an easy life I have! How 

do I deal with the small challenges 

that I encounter? How do I react 

when faced with larger problems? I 

pray for the courage to face life as 

these three are doing quietly, faith-

fully serving the Lord at what they 

do best, even in times of trouble 

and distress. òWhatever you do, 
work at it with all your heart, as 
working for the Lord, not for
