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Qemal Stafa - Albania #393a 

One of the most graphic stamps ever issued is Albania #393a.  A souvenir sheet issued to commemorate the 

assassination of Qemal Stafa by Italian fascist forces on Nov. 8, 1941.  Qemal, 22 was a founding member of 

the Albanian Communist Party and the leader of its youth section.  He is considered a national hero and 

many streets and public buildings in Albania are named for him.  The day of his death, May 5th is celebrated 

as a national holiday called Martyrs’ Day to commemorate all those who gave their lives for Albania’s       

liberation in World War II.  Scott Cat. Value is $90.00.
